Texas Department of Transportation
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Schlesinger wins song-of-the-year

Fiddler and vocalist Paul
Schlesinger of Taylor is the
winner of the 2016 Western
Swing Song of the Year for
the tune, “You Were Meant
to Ruin My Dreams.”

The song is a track on his
CD, Paul Schlesinger and
his Knights of Texas Swing.
The presentation took place
during the 21st annual Will
Rogers Academy of West-
ern Artists awards banquet
in Fort Worth.

Schlesinger’s CD,
released last February, got
its start in Rockdale back
in 2006 when the initial
recordings were made at
Rockdale Sound, a studio
operated by Scott Fischer.

“You Were Meant to
Ruin My Dreams” was
written in 1949 by lyricist
Cecil R. “Butterball” Harris
and composer Arlie A. Car-
ter, who were band mem-
bers of Jimmy Heap and
the Melody Masters from
Taylor.

In January, Schlesing-
er was contacted by the
Academy of Western Art-
ists (AWA) and informed
that his recording of the
song was a Top 5 Finalist
for Western Swing Song of
Year. “I didn’t know any-
thing about the AWA and
really had no idea the song
would ultimately win,”
says Schlesinger. My wife
Tara and I attended the
event thinking it would
just be an interesting expe-
